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On June 3, 2004, H.R. 4503, the Energy Policy Act of 2004 was introduced in the House of Representatives. The purpose of the bill is to enhance energy conservation and research and development, to provide for security and diversity in the energy supply for the American people. On June 17, 2004, the bill was received in the Senate. As a part of the bill, the Department of Energy Organization Act and the Energy Policy Act of 1992 is amended to establish the Office of Indian Energy Policy and Programs to promote Indian tribal energy resource development through a program of grants and loans. There has been no action on the bill and will not be until the presidential election is decided in November of 2004.
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
