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On September 24, 2004, the Environmental Protection Agency’s commitment to the partnership between the agency and Indian Tribes was reaffirmed Thursday at an Open House commemorating the 20th anniversary of EPA’s Indian Policy. This policy entrusted EPA with the responsibility of supporting the role of Tribal governments in protecting the environment and public health in Indian Country. The National Congress of American Indians will work cooperatively with tribal governments and the EPA in ensuring that effective consultation is not just a goal, but a normal part of EPA’s business operations.
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
