On Wednesday, September 15, 2004, the United States Court of Appeals for the District of Columbia Circuit heard oral arguments in the Cobell v. Norton case. The case was heard before United States Court of Appeals Judges Sentelle, Tatel, and Williams. The case was before the United States Court of Appeals after the Federal government’s attorneys appealed the decision of District Court Judge Lamberth when he issued a structural injunction on September 25, 2003. At the conclusion of the oral arguments, the Court of Appeals adjourned on the matter and will probably issue its ruling on whether to deny or affirm the structural injunction issued by Judge Lamberth within the next few months. The National Congress of American Indians will continue to monitor the developments in the Cobell litigation and report the information through its broadcast system.
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
